STATEMENT BY CIVIL SOCIETY ORGANIZATIONS
In Response to the 2025 Voluntary National Review of the Kyrgyz Republic

Civil society welcomes the Kyrgyz Republic’s commitment to the Sustainable
Development Goals (SDGs) and appreciates the preparation of the 2025 Voluntary National
Review (VNR).

While the Review presents a broad range of information, its preparation lacked inclusive
engagement with civil society—especially regional actors and organizations representing
women, youth, and people with disabilities. This reflects broader issues of access and exclusion,
undermining the principle of “leaving no one behind.”

The absence of gender-disaggregated data limits the ability to track progress on reducing
inequality.

Goal 17.2, relating to official development assistance, is insufficiently covered, hindering
transparency in international cooperation.

Despite stated climate commitments, adaptation efforts remain weak. The Review does
not adequately address food and climate security, energy, or the protection of women, girls, and
persons with disabilities in emergencies.

Particularly concerning is the vulnerability of migrant women—especially internal
migrants working in the informal sector—who often lack any labor protections. Economic
inequalities between men and women also remain unaddressed.

Civil society calls for the following:

1. Institutionalize civil society participation in all stages of the VNR process, ensuring
access for vulnerable groups to SDG monitoring and implementation.

2. Publish disaggregated data on marginalized populations.

3. Improve transparency on international aid and climate finance.

4. Strengthen labor protections for women and ensure online safety.

Key questions for the government:

What measures will ensure inclusiveness in future Reviews?
When will disaggregated data be made available?

How will climate and labor justice be addressed?

Sustainable development depends on trust, transparency, and meaningful partnership.
Civil society remains ready to be a committed partner in building an inclusive and sustainable
future.
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
